As you may know, the Commissioner docs not generally review sorrespondence. and in
panicular correspondenice from @ witness. thal comes info our offices. As a resul, 1 have taken
the liberty of reviewing David's letter. _ In the main, his letter exprosscs a desire that others not
be permitted to spek for him. and that the OPP videtape not be shown.

As you know. we arc currently addressing these two fssuss. We do not anficipate that the
altemative process to David's cross-examination will involve counsel for the purtics suggesting
what David would have said, or pulling words in his mouth. As | have indicated to you
previously. they may challenge his credibiity. but wil do this by refirring 1o notes, statements
and other docunients that may be inconsistent with the evidence e gave concerning bis dealings
with an institation. 1 will have an opportumity to object and re-examine il nocessary. Of course.
as I have said previously, there s a possibility that this alicmative process will nof be accepted
by the Commissioner andior the pasties may stll seck to expunge David’s cvidence. We wil
have to wait and see how things unfold.

With respect to the videotape, we understand that the OPP intends to sck some form of
confideatiality measure in respect fo the playing of the video. As fer as we know, they will not
sk that the videotape be played publicly or over the webcast. | will object 1o the playing of the
video i confidentiality measures are not requested.

We hope that these measures may afleviate some of David's concerns. We would apprecie it
you would communicate this David. and thank him for his leter
